G.8.R. 653(F)— whereas the Extradition Treaty  between the
Government of the Republic of India and the United Arab Emirates
was signed at New Delhi, India on 25th October, 19889: and the
instruments ©of ratification exchanged at Abu Dhabi, the United
Arab Emirates on 29th May, 2000 ang which Treaty provides as
foliows: ' '

ARTICLE~]

The Oontracting States shall extradite =iy perdon found  in

thair respectéve,ﬁerritorigs who 1s accused or convioted 'ef- an
extraditable offence in the territory of the other contracting
State, in gocordance with the rules and $t€§u?aﬁ€ons contalned in
the subseguent Articliss, whether such offence was committed
before or after the entry into force of this Treaty.

The following persons shall be sxtradiied:

a) Persons accused of an offence punishable under the laws of
both the coritracting States by imprisonment for a period of
at least one year or more.

b} Persons sentenced 5y the Courts of the requesting Stats with
imprisopment for at  Jeast six months in respect of an
extraditable offaence.
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ARTICLE 3

1. For offences in connection with isval charges and customs duties
extradition shall be affecied in accordan: ine provisions of ihis Treaty only
if the ssid offence corresponds to an offence of g similar nature under ths law of
the requested State. '

1. It the offence for which the extradition is requesied Is a political offence

in the application of this Treaty, the follewing shall not be regarded as political
offences:

a) Assauit against the President or the Vice President of either
Contracting Stale, or any member of thelr famiiles, or the members
of the Supreme Council of the United Arab Emirates, or any of thew

families and the members of the Council of M:msters of the {two
countries or any member of thelr families;

b) Murder, culpable homicide not amounting to murder or ro‘zﬁher’y’:

C) Offences relating to terrorism, including murder, culpable homicide
not amounting to murder, assault causing bodily harm, kidnapping,
hostage-taking, offences involving serious damage to property o
disruption of public facilities, ‘and offences relating to firearms or
other weapons, or explosives, or dangerous substances;

o) Any offence within the scope of an international Convention o
which both Contracting States are parties and which obfi :g'} os the
parties to prosecute or grant extradition;

e} An attempt or conspiracy o commit or incite or participate in the
commission of any of the above offences.

ARTICLE 7

Where the requested Stale refuses a request for extradition for the
reasons set out under this Trealy it shall submit the case to iis competent
authorities for proseculion. Those authorities shall take their decision in the
same manner as in the case of any offence of a similar nature under the law of
that State.

ARTICLE 8
The Trequest for axtradition shal be made in writing and despatched

through the diplomatic channeis with the undermentioned documents and
particulars appended,

a) If the request relates to a person already convicted and sentencad,

an official copy of -the sentence passed against the person o be
extradited.

(@) The date, the place of the commission of the acts for which extradition is requested, the
legal characterisation of those offences, and a certified copy of the applicable legal
provisions, and a statement by the prosecuting authorities as to evidence against the
person to be extradied;

| i numerous requests from Contracti: ing Slates for extradition are made for
tr;f, same oifence, priority shall be given to the State whose security or interest or
its nationals or their interests are affectad by the offence, and then to the State

-on whose territory the oifence is commitied, and lastly to the State of which the

person to be exiradiied is a national.

it the circumstances are identical then the State which made the first
request shall have preference. If the requests for extradition are for several
offences, then preponderance is accorded to the circumstances of the offence
and its gravity.

ARTICLE 13

Without prejudice, to the right of others acting in good faith, and to the
laws in force in the requested State everything found in possession of the person
e be extradited, at the time of his arrest or remand or at a later stage, whether
being the proceeds of the offence or used in the commission of, or connected
with it, or relevant as evidence, shall be attached and may be handed overto the
requesting Siate, even if the offender is not extradited due to his death or his
absconding. ‘

ARTICLE 14

1. The compestent authorities in each Contracting State shall determine the
request for extradition in accordance with the law in force at the time of the
request.

2. [n the event of accepting the extradilion request, the requesting Slate

shall be notified of the date and place of the extradition,

3. In case the request is rejected, the requested State shall communicate to

4. The requesting State shall, within thirty days from the date of its
notification of the extradition, receive the person to be extradited, otherwise the
requested State may discharge him, and in such event no second request for
extradition may be accepted for the same offence.

5. If _exceptional circumstances prevent a Contracting State from
surrendering or taking delivery of the person sought in good time, it shall notify
the other Contracting State prior to the expiration of the time fimit. in such a

case, the competent authorities of the Contracting States may agree upon a new
date for the surrender.

ARTICLE 15

1, If the person to be extradited is under investigalion or standing trigl or is
convicted in the requested State for an offence other than that for which his
extradition is requested, then the requested State shall decide on the request
and communicate the decision made, to the requesling Slate.

2. If the request for extradition is accepted, then the surrender of the person
concerned, shall be posiponed until his trial in the requested State is completed
and the punishment passed is execuled.

3 The provisions of this Article shall not preclude the possibility of the
provisional surrender of the person concerned to appear before the iudicial
authorities of the requesting State, provided that the requesting State expressly
undertakes to return him to the other contracting State, after the completion of
the judicial proceedings pertaining thereto, subject to the law of the requested

Slate,

1 The competent authorities of the requested State shall admit as evidence,
in any proceedings for extradition, any statement taken on oath or by way of
affirmation, any warrant or any certificate or judicial document stating the fact of
canviction, if it is authenticated : '

a) In the case of a warrant being signed, or in the case of any original
document  being cerified by a judge, magistrate or other
competent authority of the requesting State; and

b) In the case of depositions or slatements either by oath of some
witness or by being sealed with the official seal of the appropriate
authority of the requesting Slale; or

C) in such other manner as may be permitied by the law of the
requesied State.

2. The evidence described in paragraph (1) shall be admissible in extradition
proceedings in the requested State whether sworn or affirmed in the requesting
Siate or in some third Slate.
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ARTICLE 17
1. The person to be extradited shall not be tried or punished in the
requesting State except for the offence for which his extradition is sought or for
offences connected therewith, or offences committed after his extradition, If the
characterisation of the offence Is modified during the proceedings taken against
the person extradited, he shall not be charged or trled, unless the ingredients of

the offence in its new characterisation, permit extradition in conformity with the
provisions of this Agreement.

Z. if the person extradited had the liberty and means to leave the territory of
the State {o which he was extradited, and he did not leave within thirty days
subseqguent 1o his final release or left during that period, but voluntarily returned,
he may be tried for the other offences. )

1. The Contracting State to which the person is extradited shall not extradite
him to a third State, without the consent of the other Contracting State.

The term of provisional remand shail be remitted from any sentence
passed in the requesting State against the person to be extradited,

1. Transit of a person who is the subject of extradition from a third State
through the territory of a Contracting State to the teritory of the other
Contracting State shall be granted on submission of a request, provided that the
offence concerned is an extraditable offence under Article 2, and that the
Contracting State requested 1o grant transit does not consider the offence to be
one covered by Article 3 or 4.

This Treaty shall bes ratified 1in accordance with thse
constitutional procedures 1in force in sach of the Contracting

States.

Either of the contracting Parties may terminate th
Agreement by giving six months notice thereof through diplomat
channels. Upon the expiry of such notice, the agresment sha
cease to have any force or effect,

IN WITNESS WHETEOF, the undersigned, being duly authorised
thereto by their respective Governments, have signed thtg
agreement.

Done at New Delhi on this the Twenty-Fifth day of October month
of One Thousand and Nine Mundred Ninety Nine in  two coriginals
each in the Hindi, Arabic and English ltanguages, all the texts
being equally authentic. In the svent of any differences the
English text shall prevail.

Now, therefore, in exarcise of the powers conferred by Sub-
Section(t} of Section 3 of the Extradition Act, 1862 (34 of
1962), the Central Government hereby directs that the provisions
of the said Act, other than Chapter 111, shall apply to United
Arab Emirates with effect from the date of the publication ofF

this notification.
